Ghana is divided administratively into 10 regions which are subdivided into 65 districts.
The health services are organized at three levels, headquaters, regional and district. The
district is the basic unit of health management and planning. The National Health
Policy recommended decentralization of the Ministry of Health to manage the Health
Service. Aims of the policy access te basic and primary health care. This includes
environmentals and personal health care built on the principle of community participa-
tion. District health care is organized at three levels as to level A, B and C. Level A
services are carried out by community health workers who are selected and compensated
by the community. Their main function include preventive and promotive services,
simple curative measures for health related community projects. The level B is the
second level. Undertake all routine immunization and take care of patients referred from
Level A. Level C is at the district level. It is the level for the management of the entire
system. A District Health Management Team is responsible for the planning implemen-
tation and evaluation of health services for entire district.
